If you know a mother those youngsters have gone
off to school and left her to face life alone, here are
some ways you can lessen the impact of all that
solitude:

Drop into her home several times in the course
of the morning and slam the front door hard
enough to rattle the pictures on the walls.
Throw a ball against the aluminum siding or the
garage door until she comes out and shouts,
“Cut it out.”

Ask for a sandwich immediately after breakfast,
and drop it, strawberry jam side down, on her
clean kitchen floor.

Mention there is nothing to do 15 or 20 times.
(This is especially important if the mother has
just lost teenage children to the classroom.)
Sneak upstairs when the mother isn’t looking
and mess up as many beds as possible or, if
you have time, scatter empty plates, cushions,
potato chip crumbs and clothing in front of her
TV set.

Spill a glass of milk inside her refrigerator.

Ask if you can use her telephone and stay on it
two hours, repeating over and over “I don’t
know what | want to do...what do you want to
do?...I don’t know what | want to do...what do
you want to do?”

Gun a motorcycle in her driveway.

Go to the most remote corner of the home
(under a bed is very good) and then talk to the
mother in the kitchen until she yells, “What are
you saying?”

Ask to use the washroom, and then refuse to
come out for an afternoon.

Volunteer to take the family dog to a convenient
field and let it run through burrs and prickles so
the mother will have something to do in her
spare moments.

Make a scuff mark on her floor.

Drop in unexpectedly for lunch with several
friends. (If possible, arrive on a rainy day and
let your coat drop in the hallway for a minute or
two, or throw it over a good chair.)

Break a 39-cent water pistol, and ask the
mother if she can fix it. Repeat with bicycle,
flashlight, basketball hoop, etc.

Wait for a cold snap, and leave the front door
open, 14 or 15 times.

It's up to the rest of us to fill the void and help the
Moms over this difficult time. If we all pitch in,
there’s no reason why we can’'t make life one
endless summer for good old Mom.
