Easter is the most important holiday on the Christian calendar� and has
been regularly observed from the earliest days of the Church. Easter Sunday
celebrates Christ�s resurrection from the dead, following crucifixion. It
marks the end of Holy Week, the end of Lent, and the last day of the Easter
Triduum (Holy Thursday, Good Friday and Easter Sunday), as well as the
beginning of the Easter season of the liturgical year. The resurrection
represents the triumph of good over evil, sin, death, and the physical body.
Easter is a �movable feast� and does not have a fixed date.  Woul d you
believe that the date of Easter is related to the full Moon?
Specifically, Easter is celebrated on the first Sunday after the paschal Full
Moon on, or just after, the vernal equinox.  Easter always falls on a
Sunday between March 22 and April 25.
Folk symbols for Easter include:

-- Eggs, traditionally forbidden during Lent, symbolize new life.
-- The Easter Bunny recalls the hare, the Egyptian symbol of fertility.
-- Easter Lilies - The white blossoms symbolize the purity of Jesus.

Lilies, emerging from the earth in the spring, also symbolize new life
and the resurrection of Christ.

How did the Easter Bunny and eggs come to be?
According to some sources, the Easter bunny first arrived in America in the
1700s with German immigrants who settled in Pennsylvania and transported
their tradition of an egg-laying hare called �Osterhase� or �Oschter Haws.�
Their children made nests in which this creature could lay its colored eggs.

Why do we celebrate Easter with eggs?
The custom of giving eggs at Easter celebrates new life. Christians
remember that Jesus, after dying on the cross, rose from the dead. This
miracle showed that life could win over death. For Christians the egg is a
symbol of Jesus’ resurrection, as when they are cracked open they stand for
the empty tomb.

Why do we color Easter eggs and hide them?
For Christians, the Easter egg is symbolic of the resurrection of Jesus Christ.
An egg hunt involves hiding eggs outside for children to run around and find
on Easter morning. Eggs are rolled as a symbolic re-enactment of the rolling
away of the stone from Christ’s tomb.

You may remember a few weeks ago in News-in-
Five, we mentioned that we would be featuring
articles/photos/memories of years past as our way
to celebrate Canada�s 150th and our local history.
Today we are beginning this new feature in N-i-F.
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(excerpts taken from an article by Tom Dooley,
entitled �My Life Around Wawota�)

When the first settlers arrived here in 1882 there were
no settlers, but only Indians (now known as First
Nations People) who roamed wherever they pleased.
They camped and hunted for meat which was their
chief food.  They wore blankets and furs for clothing.
Their tents were made of hides mostly which they
tanned themselves and which process they were
experts.  They wore moccasins made from deer hides
and they used sinews from the back of the deer for
sewing.  They were very friendly and never molested
any of the settlers.  They used to come to beg for a bit
of food and they were seldom refused.  I remember
one fellow who came to our place just at dinner time.
When everyone was through he picked up all the
bread that was left on the table and put it inside his
blanket and said �squaw� which meant he was taking
it for his squaw.  We all got quite a kick out of that.

The Hudson Bay Posts were all north of here and the
traders travelled by dog teams and toboggans.  The
first settlers came in covered wagons.  The first group
consisted of six families.  They brought their stock
and belongings with them.  This group came from
Poplar Point, Manitoba, where they had been for
several years.  They left Poplar Point because they
were flooded out.  They sold their farms there and as
the CPR had surveyed this area they decided to
come out to this area.  A hunter and a trapper, Charlie
McNab came with them.  He told them from his
experience in this area that they need look for three
things:  building material, shelter and water.  They
wintered the first winter in the Moose Mountains, built
shed and stables, and the next spring took up
permanent households.  They built log houses and
stables.  They all worked together.  The six families
consisted of the Taylors, Evans, Aitkins, Dooleys,
MacPhersons and Greenbanks.  About the same time
came the Drinnans from Eastern Ontario.  There were
two carpenters in the Drinnan family.  They were a big
help in putting up the buildings.  Most of the pioneers
could do anything with an axe which was so essential
in building log cabins.  The pioneers worked together
� two or more pioneers sharing the same implement.
