CHEESECAKE BROWNIES 

½ cup unsalted butter, softened 
1 cup sugar 
2 eggs 
1 tsp vanilla 
1/3 cup unsweetened cocoa powder 
½ cup flour 
¼ tsp baking powder 
¼ tsp salt 
8 oz cream cheese 
¼ cup sugar 
1 egg 

 

Preheat oven to 350°F.  Cream butter, sugar and vanilla till 
well mixed.  Sift in cocoa powder and flour, then mix in 
baking powder and salt.   
Make cream cheese layer in separate bowl by creaming 
together cream cheese and sugar, blend in egg. 
Spray or grease 8x8 pan, line with parchment paper and 
lightly spray paper.  Spread out most of the brownie batter, 
reserving ¾ cup.  Pour cheesecake layer over brownie batter.  
Drop spoonfuls of reserved brownie batter over cheesecake 
layer and swirl together on top.

¼ tsp paprika 
¼ tsp cayenne pepper 
Nonstick cooking spray 
Buffalo sauce, sweet BBQ sauce, ranch dressing 
for serving if desired. 
 
Trim off tips of wings.   Pat wings with paper 
towel to remove excess moisture. 
Mix together seasoned salt, pepper, paprika and 
cayenne on large mixing bowl.  Add wings and 
toss well to coat. 
Spray basket of air fryer with cooking spray.  
Place half of the wings in a single layer in 
basket.  Cook at 370°F for 10 min.  Flip wings 
and cook for another 10 min., Flip again, 
increase heat of Fryer to 400° & cook for 8-18 
more min.
